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Letter of Intent on Collaboration and Promotion of One Health
Between
The Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, the Kingdom of Thailand
and

Fukuoka Prefecture, Japan

Guided by mutual aspiration toward the strengthening of understanding and goodwill
between The Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA) and Fukuoka Prefecture (hereinafter
collectively referred to as the two Parties); and taking into consideration the existing contacts
between them; the two parties have reached the common understandings as follows:

1. ‘Zoonotic diseases’ such as COVID-19, which can infect both humans and animals,
are connected to the complex issue of how pathogens carried by wild animals are beginning
to be passed on to humans. In order to tackle this multi-faceted issue, the two Parties will
share the responsibility of promoting One Health, a concept that treats human health, animal
health, and environmental health as one within their authorities.

2. The two Parties will agree to work together under the concept of One Health to
make a global contribution to ‘the creation of a society where human health, animal health,
and environmental health can coexist in harmony.’

3. In order to promote One Health, the two Parties will explore fields that can promote
mutual cooperation such as human resource development and public awareness programs,
etc. Accordingly, the two Parties will hold discussions regarding a Memorandum of
Understanding for promotion of cooperation in implementing this Letter of Intent.

4. The contents of this Letter of Intent do not legally bind the two Parties.

5. This Letter of Intent will come into effect on the date of its signature and will remain
in effect until one Party gives the other Party six months’ prior written notice of its intention
to terminate this Letter of Intent.

This Letter of Intent is signed in duplicate at Bangkok on 20 November 2024 in the
Thai, Japanese, and English language. In case of divergence of text or interpretation, the English

text will be used for reference.
