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Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
between Fukuoka Prefecture and Bangkok Metropolitan Administration
on Further Cooperation

Fukuoka Prefecture and Bangkok entered into a Friendship Agreement on 8 February
2006, and have since striven to promote and achieved distinguished results in a number
of fields of exchange, such as economy, environment, culture, education, tourism and
youth development.

In particular, the administration of exchange programmes for university and
high-school students in the area of youth exchange, and human resource development
trainings in the area of environment, generates an alliance of solidity and collaboration.

Moreover, this Friendship Agreement serves as a catalyst for various exchanges,
including those among small and medium-sized enterprises and universities. In
October 2010, Fukuoka Prefectural Government Bangkok Office was established as the
focal point for the strengthening of this friendly bond.

Based on past successes of exchange, Fukuoka Prefecture and Bangkok shall aim for
the further development and closer collaboration between the two regions and their
respective countries, therefore, agree with respect to the arrangements as follows:

1. In the field of youth exchange, both parties shall promote understanding and
friendship between youth who shoulder the future.

2. In the field of environment, both parties shall strive to create more favourable living
conditions in both regions by placing an emphasis on human resource development,
technological and industrial exchanges.

3. In the fields of culture and economy, both parties shall provide support for private

sector exchange.

This Agreement, signed in Bangkok, Kingdom of Thailand, on 10 February 2012, drawn
up into two original copies each in Japanese, Thai and English. All texts shall come
into force from the date of signature.
