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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON MUTUAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE AICHI PREFECTURAL GOVERNMENT, JAPAN
AND
BANGKOK METROPOLITAN ADMINISTRATION, KINGDOM OF THAILAND

The Aichi Prefectural Government, Japan, and Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, Kingdom of
Thailand (hereafter “the parties™), hereby agree to establish a relationship with the goal of binding
the two regions together in friendship and in the increase of prosperity, and contributing to the further
development of good relations between Japan and Thailand, pursuant to the prevailing laws and
regulations in the respective countries, founded as follows upon the principle of equality and mutual
benefit,

I. The parties shall strive to establish a close friendship based on respect and trust for each other.

II. In the interest of the development of both areas, the parties shall cooperate in various fields,
taking advantage of each region’s specialties, as is recognized to be mutually beneficial.

III. To advance mutual understanding between their regions, the parties shall work to promote
private-sector exchange in a wide range of areas, including person-to-person exchange.

Signed at Bangkok on July 9, 2012 in recognition of the above articles.
