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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF SISTER CITY RELATIONS
between
BANGKOK, KINGDOM OF THAILAND
and
CHAOZHOU CITY, PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

On the invitation of Chaozhou Municipal People’s Government, the governmental
delegation headed by Mr. Apirak Kosayodhin, Governor of Bangkok, visited Chaozhou
City, Guangdong Province from June 29 to July 1, 2005. During their stay in Chaozhou, the
delegation had discussions with Chaozhou Municipal People’s Government on the issue of
establishing sister city relationship between Bangkok, Kingdom of Thailand and Chaozhou
City, Gungdong Province, People’s Republic of China. Both sides have seen increased
contacts and improved mutual understanding.

Bangkok and Chaozhou are complementary in many aspects such as culture and
tourism, and enjoy the foundation of economic cooperation. In accordance with the Joint
Communique governing the establishment of diplomatic relations between the Kingdom of
Thailand and the People’s Republic of China, both parties intended to establish sister city
relations. Bangkok and Chaozhou agree to actively develop friendly interchange and
cooperation. It is agreed that:

» The two cities shall exchange visits at different levels and promote substantial exchange
projects in the field of trade, investment, culture, education, tourism and agriculture so
as to strengthen friendship and accelerate cooperation.

« Cooperation in other fields shall be discussed and determined by both parties for the
mutual benefit.

- Both sides expressed their wills of building up sister city relations and designated
communication channels respectively in this regard. The implementation of such

_cooperation shall be concluded on appropriate measure in due process.

This Memorandum of Understanding, signed in Chaozhou on June 30, 2005, will

come into effect on the date of its signing.

The Memorandum of Understanding was made in three original copies in English,

Thai and Chinese languages, all text being of equal authenticity.
